VERONA, 30 JUNE – 2 JULY 2023 

 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR ATHLETES 

 

ICU, ECU and the organizing federation FICEC are waiting to welcome you all to Verona for this 
years’ ICU Europeans. We wish you safe travels and can’t wait to see you! 

We have some important information to share with you. 

COLLECTION OF TEAM DOCUMENTS 

Passes for the competition and pre-ordered T-shirts are to be picked up at the sports facility, the 
“Palasport”.  Please note there is one envelope for the club, you cannot pick up for the team only. 
A coach or entourage representing the club can collect the documents. 

Registration fees and pre-ordered T-shirts must be paid in full before you can collect the 
documents.  

There are passes for: Athlete (including substitutes), Coach and Entourage. If you have registered 
as athlete on one team and coach on another team (not the same team) in your club, there will be 
two passes. Anyone registered as athlete and coach on the same team, will receive an athletes 
pass. If you have registered as coach and entourage, there will be only one pass. The same goes 
for coaches/entourage also registered as substitutes. The pass as coach/entourage will be valid as 
an athlete in case you will compete with the team. 

The information office is located in the basement (on floor -1) of the sports facility “Palasport” and 
will be duly signed. 

The opening hours for collecting the team documents are: 

Wednesday ->  9:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m. 

Thursday ->  9:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m.  

Friday ->  9:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m. 

Saturday ->  9:00 a.m.-5:00 p.m. 



      

 

ATHLETES ACCESS TO THE VENUE 

1. When your team is due to compete, approx. 1 hour before accreditation, your team is 
allowed to enter through the team entrance at the right side of the venue. The entrance is 
downstairs. 

2. All other athletes enter through the entrance marked “Athletes viewing entrance” and 
walks through the spectator area to the back of the venue where you have access to the 
stands and also to the athletes relax area on the outside. These areas are only for 
athletes/coach/entourage with correct accreditation. 

The venue opens at 7.30 each morning. 

LOCKER ROOMS 

There is a very limited number of locker rooms at the venue.  We kindly ask everyone to arrive 
as ready as you can be.  

Please make sure that no valuables are left in the locker rooms. 

Glitter spray MUST only be used outdoors. 

 

ACCREDITATION OF TEAMS BEFORE COMPETITION 

Before entering the warm-up area, all team members (athletes, coaches and entourage) will be 
checked according to the submitted registration. All team members must present a valid and 
original identity document.  
Accepted ID is: Passport or National ID card with photo and date of birth. Photocopies are not 
accepted. 

The team accreditation is inside the Palasport, level -1. 

Athletes of a nationality other than that of the country they are representing must present a valid 
document certifying residence in that country for 6 months or more. 

When waiting for the accreditation, please line up teams in alphabetical order by last name. 

Piercing check: Please remove any piercings BEFORE the competition. This will be checked. 

Spotters - each team must bring their own spotters. The spotters must wear neutral attire, and not 
team uniforms.  



      

 

MUSIC  

Each team must have an own person responsible for presenting the music at the music table in the 
venue. This person must be at the table at least 2 teams before their own team is due to compete. 
Music must be presented on your phone. 

 

LIVE STREAM 

The ICU Europeans will be streamed live on Olympic Channel. 

 

LUNCH BOXES 

At the registration for buying lunch boxes, we asked for contact information for one person from 
the team – who will collect the boxes for the whole team. We will check ID. There will be a 
designated area inside where you can eat. “Team inside break area”, or you can take the food 
outside to the athletes relax area. 

 

AWARD CEREMONIES 
 

There will be 2 award ceremonies; after the competition is finished on Friday and un Sunday. 

 New procedure this year: NO teams are allowed to sit on the floor. The reason being there is not 
enough room. We kindly ask the teams to remain at the stands. 
If your team places 1, 2 or 3 – the announcer will call your team to come to the floor. This is the 
same procedure as in the ICU world championships. 

 

RESULTS, STANDINGS AND AWARDS CEREMONY 

Results will be published and posted on the website: www.s-sport.it, ECU www.cheerunion.eu and 
on social media, after the award ceremonies. The ICU Championship app will also be used, you can 
download it as International Cheer Union ICU.
